Sitting in the heart of
Entre-Deux-Mers, Bordeaux’s largest appellation, the vineyards
are uniquely situated on a heady mix of chalky clay and sandy
subsoils to produce this delicious  entry-level Bordeaux red that
showcases exceptional value and versatility.

Vinification: Three weeks maceration
with elevated temperatures used to
gently extract the tannins and color.

Tasting Notes: Medium-bodied and
supple, the intensity and depth of
color highlight the exceptional terroir.
Youthful aromas of black fruit, dark
cherry, and blackberries mingle with a
swirl of vanilla spice bolstered by soft
tannins and layered complexity. 

Food Pairing: Best with roasted lamb,
juicy beef or game, barbecue and aged
cheese like Gouda or cheddar. 
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
